   ς to establish a university which was later knows as 
University Kebangsaan Malaysia and the government 
responded positively.  

    The idea to establish an Islamic University was 
abandoned. It was said that The Muslim College 
became the Faculty of Islamic Studies (?).  

    Due to the pressure from nationalist groups, the 
government gave priority to the establishment of 
Universiti Kebangsaan Malaysia, rather than to upgrade 
The Muslim College to the status of university which 
the government had agreed earlier.

ÅThe Conference of Rulers (MRR) in its meeting 
has decided to activate the Muslim College to 
the status of a University- named Islamic 
University of Malaysia.(The Royal Islamic

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ÅIn a working paper presented in a Congress ς 
άKongres Majlis Agama Islam Seluruh 
Malaysiaέό26-27 September 2011).It was 
proposed that :
